CURATORIAL STATEMENT

The White Plains Public Library’s Museum Gallery is pleased to present paintings and sculpture by Westchester’s lifetime resident, David Tobey.   Using vibrant color and stimulating imagery, Mr. Tobey excites the viewer’s senses with a “mind-manifesting” and innately musical experience of his subjects.   An accomplished violinist with the Westchester Philharmonic, Mr. Tobey infuses his artwork with his intimate knowledge and understanding of the musical world. 

Tobey uses acrylics painted on canvas to evoke musicians and musical themes that appear dreamlike, sometimes surrealistic.  Like musical notes, the fragments and elements assemble and reassemble into surprising compositions that are colorful, distinctive and satisfying.   The tonality may seem distorted, but the effect of the whole is controlled and powerful.

In executing his sculptures, Mr. Tobey draws on his knowledge of physics to create harmonious balance.  His works demonstrate how steel and wood can be manipulated to achieve a vision of grace and mastery of space. 

David is a prolific artist who is constantly experimenting in the creative realm and sharing his talents.  He is generously donating 40% of all sales of artwork sold during this exhibition to the Friends of the White Plains Public Library (20%) and the White Plains Public Library Foundation. (20%).
